Requirements for students admitted to the University of Minnesota in fall 2002 or later

To be admitted to upper division, you must have successfully completed or be registered for the courses designated for your
major. In addition, your technical GPA (based on all technical courses) must meet or exceed the designated requirements. (Your
technical GPA is indicated on your APAS report.) If the courses are in progress, your technical GPA must be 2.5 or 0.3 above the
required GPA—whichever is higher. For example, admission to upper division in physics requires a technical GPA of 2.0 or above.
If you are currently taking some of the prerequisite courses, your technical GPA must be at least 2.5. Admission to upper division
in chemical engineering requires a technical GPA of 2.6 or above. If you are currently taking some of the prerequisite courses,
your technical GPA must be at least 2.9.
